Assessment Program

I n 2013, Phil adel phi a
piloted the Nonprofit Legal Assessment Program.
The initiative introduced a new service for 501(c)(3)
organizations in Philadelphia, in which VIP pairs
eligible nonprofits with a small team of attorneys to
review the organization
and recommend remedies to eliminate them.

The pilot cases were very successful. They offered
corporate counsel a chance to partner with
attorneys from law firms while they identified and
remedied legal issues for local nonprofits, ultimately
granting them fAa <cl ean
LawWorks plans to transform the initiative into a
legal clinic in partnership with the Regional
Foundation Center and the LaSalle Nonprofit
Center.

"I knew a young lady who was pregnant and needed
help," said Merle Williams, beginning the story of how she
adopted her son, Dominick. Merle took the young lady into
her home. After giving birth, the young mother decided
that she no longer wanted to raise the newborn.

Merle requested help from VIP, and within a week she
was paired with Darla Woodring, a Securities
Enforcement and White Collar attorney at Dechert LLP.

The birth mother attended a hearing where her consent
was confirmed and Merle was able to obtain an adoption
decree. "Adoption Finalization Hearings are one of the
few days that are really happy in court. It's just really
rewarding work," Darla said.

"Darla was the best thing ever. That's the best thing they
[VIP] did for me... putting us together," said Merle,
applauding Darla's work. Darla said there was an instant
connection between her and Ms. Williams. "As a client
and an attorney, we bonded almost immediately. It was a
great working relationship," said Darla.

Not every client who comes in contact with a legal
service agency can be helped. In some cases,
the agency is precluded from providing any legal
advice due to a conflict of interest. When
Philadelphia Legal Assistance and other similar
agencies in the area have such conflicts, they
frequently refer the client to Philadelphia VIP to
see if VIP can provide the client with legal advice.

Over the past several years, VIP has developed a
cadre of experienced family law attorneys, who
contact these clients to provide free, brief legal
advice over the telephone.

There are currently 24 volunteer attorneys who
handle these fadvice on
are usually contacted by email every few weeks
with the appropriate conflict information for the
parties involved and any information VIP has
learned about the case. Once the attorney has
provided advice, if the information discussed
warrants ongoing representation, the case is then
treated as any other case referral.

In some instances, the attorney who provided
advice agrees to represent the client. In 2013,
almost 100 cases were handled through the
Advice Only program. The program allows more
volunteers to assist low income clients who would
otherwise face the legal system completely alone.

Saving a Local Food Market
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Jorge moved to the United States and leased a small
grocery store in North Philadelphia to provide for his
family and support the local community. One day a
payphone adjacent to the grocery store broke and injured
a bystander, who then filed suit against Jorge. Jorge
could not afford to hire a defense attorney, so he came to
VIP for help. Michael Tinari, a partner with Leonard,
Sciolla, Hutchison, Leonard & Tinari, LLP, volunteered to
represent Jorge in the premises liability lawsuit.

Michael not only defended Jorge regarding his case, but
was able to counsel Jorge on the laws, regulations, and
best practices he needed to operate a sustainable
business in the city. Michael communicated all of this
information to Jorge despite a language barrier with the
help of a VIP volunteer interpreter.

The matter was resolved before the scheduled jury trial
began when the co-defendant property owner settled with
the plaintiff. Jorge did not have to contribute to this
settlement. Now Jorge can continue to operate his
grocery store, serve his community and support his
family.

VIP Partners with Philadelphia
Trial Lawyers Association

Philadelphia VIP and the Philadelphia Trial Lawyers
Association, PTLA, have cultivated a strong
partnership. PTLA is a stalwar

We
represent VIP clients who do not have the money to
seek quality defense. Often, the individuals have
legitimate defenses which would preclude a recovery
against them. However, if these defenses are never
presented because they <ca

Mortgage Foreclosure Attorney
Helps Client Stay in His Home

Thomas* wanted to continue to live with his wife in the
house his father left him. Thomas's father, a cancer
patient, had been behind on the mortgage payments, real
estate taxes, and utilities. With a household income at
only 62% of the national poverty threshold, Thomas
needed t o get into
delinquent bills. When Thomas came to VIP for legal
assistance, he was f aci ng sale ef hisfhbngesto
satisfy the back taxes.

VIP knew that the first step was to transfer the title of the
house to Thomas so that he would be eligible for a
financial hardship payment plan for the delinquent taxes.
Volunteer Jill Jenkins, an associate at KML Law Group,
agreed to take Thomas's deed transfer case. Jill drafted a
deed from Thomasdés fatheroés

The deed was recorded, and Thomas was able to enter
into an affordable payment plan for the delinquent taxes,
which stopped the foreclosure action. As the record owner
of the property, Thomas is now eligible for other low-
income payment plans.
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The collection and enforcement of delinquent real
estate taxes has been a problem in the City of
Phladel phia for decades.
are uniquely affected by this issue. In the past, these
clients have not been able to negotiate payment
plans for delinquent real estate taxes without
becoming the legal owners of the properties.

Throughout 2013, VIP staff worked with a City
Council Working Group to streamline and improve
the process by which homeowners can enter into
payment plans, including significant protections for
